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A] Description of 3.2.1

program sparked enthusiasm among students to explore the holistic principles and practices of Indian
Knowledge Systems, fostering a greater appreciation for India's rich cultural heritage and its timeless
contributions to global wisdom.

In the academic year 2018-19, Arts, Commerce & Science College, Kharepatan took a proactive step
in fostering innovation and safeguarding intellectual property by establishing an Intellectual Property Rights
(IPR) Cell. Initially comprising four members, with two each from the faculties of Arts and Commerce, the
cell was chaired by Mr. Mohamed Ali Abdul Sattar Munshi, head of the Commerce faculty. As the
institution welcomed a new Science faculty in 2019-20, the IPR Cell underwent structural adjustments,
expanding to include a total of five members. This revised composition featured two members from Arts,
two from Commerce, and one from Science, maintaining Mr, Munshi as the chairman. The newly formed
IPR Cell is slated to remain operational for the next five years.

One of the key initiatives of the IPR Cell is the annual awareness program, typically held in August
at the beginning of each academic year, aimed at educating both students and faculty about Intellectual
Property Rights. Over the years, the institution has hosted distinguished guest speakers to inaugurate these
sessions, including Dr. Suresh Balwant Patil from Kankavali College in 2018-19, Dr. Manik Chougule from
Anandibai Raorane College in 2019-20, Dr. Chukewad from Vengurle College, Vengurle in 2021-22, and
Dr. Dilip Barve from Dodamarg College, Sindhudurg in 2022-23. These eminent speakers have shared
valuable insights into modern trends, recent changes, and future directions in the realm of Intellectual
Property Rights, enriching the knowledge and awareness of all participants. The consistent efforts of the IPR
Cell underscore A.C.S. College's commitment to fostering a culture of innovation, creativity, and
responsible intellectual property management within its academic community.

In the academic year 2018-19, Arts, Commerce & Science College, Kharepatan established an
Incubation Cell with the primary objective of fostering entrepreneurship, innovation, and holistic
development among students and faculty members. Initially comprising four members, predominantly from
the Arts faculty, with Mr. Vaseem Hanif Sayyed from the Commerce faculty serving as chairman, the cell
underwent restructuring in 2019-20 with the addition of a Science faculty. Expanding to five members, the
newly formed Incubation Cell now includes representation from Arts, Commerce, and Science faculties,
with Mr. Vaseem Hanif Sayyed continuing as chairman. This composition is set to remain valid for the next
five years. The Incubation Center arranges 3-4 activities or lectures annually, featuring renowned
personalities from diverse fields such as Industrialists, Journalists, Defense personnel, and Ph.D. Scholars
etc. These initiatives aim to inspire and educate students and faculty, empowering them to transform ideas
into successful ventures that create value for society, thereby serving as catalysts for entrepreneurship,
innovation, and economic development.
